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ELL’s Bat Sticker Policy - 2011 Spring Season

Effective March 14th all bats used at ELL in the AAA, Farm, Minors, Majors and Juniors divisions (games and practice) need to adhere to the new Little League International composite bat standards. ELL has a special bat sticker that will be applied to all bats that meet these standards. Bat stickers have already begun to be placed on approved bats at ELL. We hope to have this process complete by Saturday March 12th. Please make sure your team has their bats inspected prior to March 14th so we can all be in compliance and be safe. Bat stickers will be available after March 14th so if a new bat is purchased or a bat becomes approved later on we can label it during the season.  

All umpires at ELL will be instructed to dis-allow any bat without a sticker from being used in a game starting March 14th. An out will be issued to any player who is caught using a bat that does not have an official ELL bat sticker during a game. To be compliant, all Managers / Coaches and Parents/Players need to cross-reference their bats to the list prior to the March 14th deadline.    

There is some confusion over the composite bat ban and which bats are listed, which are banned and which are still being tested. Here is what we know…

1) The list of approved and waivered-bats that Little League International has posted is being updated every few weeks. If your bat is not on the list today there is a chance it can be added at a later date (no guarantees)
2) If your child’s bat does not appear on the approved list then that can mean a few things

a. The bat did not pass the composite bat waiver test and is not safe for use in Little League play
b. The bat has not been submitted for testing as of yet

c. The bat is currently being tested and the results are not known

All of them are dealing with this issue, and have set up customer service personnel to handle the questions on specific bats. If your child’s composite bat is not on the approved list, and your child wants to use it at ELL this season, ELL urges you to contact the manufacturer to find out if the bat is approved, banned, being tested, etc. If you find out from the manufacturer that the bat has passed the testing and received a waiver please bring that statement in writing (email from the manufacturer is fine) and we will honor that with an ELL Bat Sticker. 
Please note that ELL and other Little Leagues are the middle-man in this whole situation. Ultimately, we are complying with what Little League International wants us to do to protect the kids, yet we’re depending on the accuracy and timing of information. Please be patient through this process as it might take some time for your child’s bat to appear on the list. For a faster response we urge you to contact the bat manufacturers directly.
